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What’s happening in Liberty-Chambers CSCD

“WE started this project about 3 years ago, and it gives us much pride to help the Community keep its

history alive. It motivates our probationers to help the community after they see what they have
accomplished”.

Mt Reah Missionary Baptist Church (hereafter referred to as “the Church” was organized in 1877 A.D.
The Church is located on CR 2116 in Clark, Texas approximately twenty-six (26) miles north of the City
of Liberty, Texas in Liberty County. The organizers of the Church, in part, were as follows:

On May 17, 1901, Chas Simmons and Silla Simmons, Wife, by Warranty Deed granted, sold and
conveyed to Mr Reah Missionary Baptist Church for fifty dollars and fifty cent ($50.50) the land where
the original Church and the current Church is standing on % acres of land.

In 1937 the Church was totally rebuilt by one of the founders, W.A. Alexander, partially to the state in
which the building is today. Later two other rooms were added to include men and ladies restrooms. In
2005 an open frame porch and covered roof were added. The building encompasses one thousand eight
hundred and ninety one (1,891) square feet of space. The porch is three hundred thirty-six (136) square
foot of space. Religious service were held in the Church up until 2002 before the Church fell into a state
of disrepair. There are three (3) cemeteries associated with the Church. The Simmons Cemetery is
located the closest to the Church at approximately ¥2 mile. To access the Simmons Cemetery from the
Church go North on County Road 2116 about ¥ of a mile, turn left (West) on an unpaved road and go a
brief distance to a fifty-foot (50) by fifty-foot (50) chain link fence labeled “Simmons Cemetery” on top
of two gates. Beef Head Cemetery is located approximately one (1) mile behind the Church. To access
Beef Head Cemetery from the Church, exit the rear of the Church, go down the hill to the left. If you
cross Beef Head Creek you have gone to far.

To access Nixon Smith Cemetery from the Church, go south on County Road 2116 to Hwy 146. Turn
right on Hwy 146 and go approximately one (1) mile to Smith Road. Turn right and go approximately %a
of a mile to dead end to Nixon Smith Cemetery.
